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Ilkley: Walking and Gardening

Overview:
Two friends are talking about leisure activities.

Language level:
E2 onwards, depending on how the audio is introduced, this could be used with E2 in the first term; though E1 will quite happily (enthusiastically!) talk about growing vegetables.
Teaching ideas:
Show the pictures of Ilkley Moor. Ask students to talk about the pictures. Students listen to the audio. Create audio gapfills or re-sequence the conversation.

	Naeema
	Have you been on a walk recently to Ilkley Moor?
	Word order, adverb follows verb but could also occur at the end.

	2. 
	Mary
	No, and that…. I ‘m annoyed about that. I’ve been too busy doing my garden and I couldn’t drag my husband out to walk with me the other day. What about you? Have you?
	Students notice chunks and collocations.
Spoken language in conversation – ‘Have you?’ rather than ‘Have you been to Ilkley Moor recently?’

	Naeema
	Ahh… … Again, not recently, I’ve been too busy writing…
	Why use ‘Again’ here? A way to agree with other speaker.

	Mary
	Hmmnnn…

	Naeema
	Mmnnn… so is your garden as big as Ilkley moor or….
	Revisit comparatives. Encourage students to add some to the conversation, e.g. as soon as (the plants are big enough)

	6. 
	Mary
	No, no, not quite …. Bu’ it’s very big and I’ve just joined a little  … well, I’ve …. Errr … a group of us… friends have … err..  got together to.. er.. spread the load if you like. We each grow three things from seed but enough for everybody else in the group and then when the plants are big enough, we share them. … vegetables, only vegetables. Errm, so I’ve got this real incentive to kind of keep on top of the garden and grow things.
	Stop the audio after ‘ a little’ and get students to predict what comes next.
Ask students to notice the intonation.

Ask students to write a letter, pretending they were Mary and write about the gardening group. Are there any differences between spoken and written language?

What?

Why?

Notice lexical chunks/ concordances. Use these in own utterances , next lesson. Notice their use outside class time. ‘Kind of’   ‘on top of’

It would be a good idea to recycle these chunks in later lessons perhaps using photos or video clips as stimuli.

	Notice emphasisers, qualifiers
What is Naeema actually saying? ‘ Does going on a walk to Ilkley Moor depend on the weather?’

	10. 
	Mary
	I’ll go up there in the winter. I don’t mind what the weather… what the temperature is like. It’s just… I... erm… I..  um… quite happily walk along by the river in Ilkley by myself and err… that’s fine… but I wouldn’t go up on the Moor. Soo I haven’t managed to lasso any of my friends recently to get them out with me. Do you walk on the Moor sometimes?
	Notice intonation
‘Walk along’ ‘by the river’ two separate chunks. Also, ‘managed to’,  ‘lasso’

Elongated final vowel sound – ‘sooo’ what purpose does this serve? Is this limited to elongated final vowel, any other examples? See ‘yess’ later.

	Naeema
	I used to when the children were younger because err.. we used to live in Guiseley. So I would take the train up with the girls and erm… you know just not a very strenuous walk, they were just about …. one was a toddler and I would have to carry the younger one on the way back actually and the older one was about.. may be six.. four six.. and so yes and we would take a picnic and it was nice, it was just nice being out in the open…
	Any connection between ‘used to’ and ‘would’?

Notice ‘just’, filler or qualifier?
Any difference between ‘would+verb’ and ‘would have to’ ?
